
Why would a fawn be alone? 
A fawn will often be left alone for long 

periods of time in an area the doe 
determines to be safe. The doe stays 

away while feeding and to avoid leading 
predators towards the fawn.

I FOUND A FAWN...
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Is the fawn in a 
fenced yard?

Female deer will often use 
fenced yards as protection. 

You can either:
1) Leave it alone 
2) Open a gate  

3) If you have dogs, pick 
the fawn up and place on 

other side of fence

Wait 48 hours to allow 
time for the doe to return. 

Do not move it.

Has the doe come back 
after 24-48 hours? 

Call a licensed 
rehabilitator. 

Leave the area. 
The fawn is okay.  

Does the fawn appear to be sick or hurt? 
(E.g., lethargic, laying flat on its side, 

droopy/curled ears, visible blood/injury) 

Leave the area. 
The fawn is okay.  

Is the fawn alone?  

Is the fawn next to a 
dead doe? 

Call a licensed 
rehabilitator.
