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This introductory-level camp is designed for youth who would like to get 
outdoors and learn the basics of fishing.  In addition to learning how to fish, 
campers will also receive instruction on fishing equipment, safety, casting, 
and cleaning fish.  Topics such as fish biology, habitats, and conservation will 
be explored through guided tours and fun educational activities.  
 
** Third session is a more advanced camp and requires past participation in 
one of our previous summer camps.
